She was full of
quirks and surprises, and she brought a kind of energy that couldn’t be
replicated. She found joy in everyday things: playing games, spending time
with her family and cats, and making others feel welcome. She was candid
and often spoke her mind. She never minded being the punchline if it meant
someone else would laugh. 

 

You could see her loyalty in how she treated people and where she put her
energy. She was deeply devoted to her husband, rooted in her church, and
fiercely committed to the people she loved. Her loyalty showed up in everyday
choices, in how she stayed connected, and in how she held space for others. 

 

And she was brave. After her husband died, she spent time traveling across
the country to visit her children. It wasn’t just about seeing new places, it was
about staying close, staying present, and choosing connection. That season
reshaped her priorities. She began to question things she used to take for
granted, made new choices, and grew into someone more open, more sure of



herself. Her bravery wasn’t dramatic. It was personal, and it changed her. 
 

She had a story for everything, and she told them all: family memories, things
she saw once and never forgot, and stories about people others might
overlook, always lifting up the parts that made them human. Her stories were
loud, silly, sometimes chaotic, and always hers. Her stories didn’t need to
make perfect sense; talking was how she stayed connected to the people she
loved. 

 

She was preceded in death by her husband, David Wayne Johnson, and by
her parents, John Osborne and Elsie Schwabenland Osborne.
